RESOLUTION NO. 93 -2013, TO ESTABLISH ELIGIBILITY BY 
THE TOWNS OF EAST HAMPTON AND SHELTER ISLAND 
FOR PUBLIC SAFETY REVENUE-SHARING FUNDS 

 
 WHEREAS, Resolution No. 1194-1995, “Requiring Accounting by Municipalities 
for County Public Safety Revenue-Sharing Funds”, adopted by the County Legislature on 
December 18, 1995, and Resolution No. 688-2000, “Directing County Budget Office to 
Implement Accounting Requirement by Municipalities for Public Safety Revenue Sharing 
Funds”, adopted by the County Legislature on August 31, 2000, required that a municipality 
receiving County sales tax moneys verify no later than March 31 of each year how the prior 
year’s funds were used for public-safety purposes; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Towns of East Hampton and Shelter Island did not meet the 
filing deadline for Fiscal Year 2012; and 
  
 WHEREAS, the aforementioned municipalities are filing such verifications 
herewith; now, therefore be it 
 
1st  RESOLVED, that the 2012 Towns of East Hampton and Shelter Island 
verification of the use of County sales tax moneys as required by legislative Resolution Nos. 
1194-1995 and 688-2000 to be filed by March 31 of each year, which verification is filed 
simultaneously herewith is hereby deemed timely filed; and be it further  
 
2nd   RESOLVED, that this Legislature, being the State Environmental Quality Review 
Act (SEQRA) lead agency, hereby finds and determines that this resolution constitutes a Type II 
action pursuant to Section 617.5(c)(20), (21) and (27) of Title 6 of the NEW YORK CODE OF 
RULES AND REGULATIONS (6 NYCRR) and within the meaning of Section 8-0109(2) of the 
NEW YORK ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION LAW as a promulgation of regulations, rules, 
policies, procedures, and legislative decisions in connection with continuing agency 
administration, management and information collection, and the Suffolk County Council on 
Environmental Quality (CEQ) is hereby directed to circulate any appropriate SEQRA notices of 
determination of non-applicability or non-significance in accordance with this resolution.
