INTRODUCTION & PURPOSE OF THIS REPORT

Suffolk County's Red Light Safety Program was authorized by New York State Vehicle & Traffic Law § 1111-b, enacted
in May of 2009 and Suffolk County Local Law 20-2009, which went into effect June 30, 2009. These authorizing
legislations permitted the installation of red light cameras in Suffolk County.

Suffolk County's Red Light Safety Program has a demonstrable history of changing driver's behavior at signalized
intersections through a comprehensive effort involving engineering and enforcement. The Suffolk County Red Light
Safety Program uses automated enforcement to enhance the safety of motorists at signalized intersections within
Suffolk County.

The New York State legislation, which authorized the installation of red light cameras, requires the County to issue an
annual report which provides detailed information regarding program operations. This is Suffolk County’s fourth annual
report, which will reflect program data for the 2013 calendar year.

As required by State legislation, this report will address the following:

I.  Adescription of the locations where traffic-control signal photo violation-monitoring systems were used,

II.  The aggregate number, type and severity of accidents reported at intersections where a traffic-control signal
photo violation-monitoring system is used for the year preceding the installation of such system, to the extent the
information is maintained by the Department of Motor Vehicles of this state;

The aggregate number, type and severity of accidents reported at intersections where a traffic-control signal
photo violation-monitoring system is used, to the extent the information is maintained by the Department of
Motor Vehicles of this state;

. The number of violations recorded at each intersection where a traffic-control signal photo violation-monitoring
system is used and in the aggregate on a daily, weekly and monthly basis;

The total number of notices of liability issued for violations recorded by such systems;
IV.  The number of fines and total amount of fines paid after first notice of liability;

V.  The number of violations adjudicated and results of such adjudications including breakdown of dispositions
made for violations recorded by such systems and quality of the adjudication process and its results;

VL. The total amount of revenue realized by such county; and expenses incurred by such county in connection with
the program.
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|. RED LIGHT CAMERA LOCATIONS

Intersections for red light camera installations are selected by Suffolk County Department of Public Works based upon a
variety of factors, most importantly the analysis of crash data available from the New York State Department of
Transportation and consideration of where red light cameras would yield the highest safety results.

Currently there are two types of intersections with Red Light Cameras:
1. New York State intersections:
a. The intersection of state road with a state, county or town road.
b. Any or all approaches (state, county or town) may be monitored.
c. The traffic signal is owned, maintained and operated by NYSDOT.
d. Cameras were installed under a NYSDOT Highway Work Permit obtained for each intersection.
2. Non-State intersections:
a. The intersection of a county road with a county or town road.
b. Only approaches that are county roads may be monitored
c. The traffic signal is owned and maintained by the local Town, however, Suffolk County retains
operational control
d. Cameras were installed under a SCDPW Highway Work Permit they obtained for each intersection

In 2013, there were 115 new camera locations activated and 35 deactivated as seen in the schedule below:

Of the 35 deactivated sites, the average life operational was 966 days or roughly 2-1/2 years per camera.

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Il. ACCIDENT DATA

Introduction

Phase 1 of Suffolk County's Red Light Camera program consisted of fifty intersections. In April 2013 Suffolk County
began the expansion of their program with the addition of fifty intersections. During the date range of this report, seven
of these intersections had been operational for six months and are included in this report. The accident data included in
this report depicts the total number, manner of collision, and severity of reported accidents at these intersections. The
accident data was requested from the NYSDOT for one year prior to the activation of Red Light Camera and all data
after activation as required by NYS V &T 1111-b. The reports received were from the NYSDMV Accident Location
Information System (ALIS) and included Accident Verbal Description Reports (VDR) from May 1, 2009 to December 31,
2013. Data was summarized by location, for one year prior to the camera recording date, and then post camera
activation through December 31, 2013.

Methodology

The analyzed data provided to us by NYSDOT is the most current data available from the NYSDMV as of December 31,
2013. Intersections for both pre-construction and post-construction were analyzed and summarized based on both
‘Type of Collision’ and ‘Severity'. This breakdown will help assist in determining the exact impact the red light camera
program had in type and severity of accidents. The accident summary for type of collision included the following
breakdown; right angle, rear end, left turn, right turn, head on, fixed object, pedestrian/bicycle, over-taking, backing and
other, or unknown. The accident summary for severity included a breakdown of accidents by property damage, injury
and fatality. The pre and post construction summary tables include the total number of reported accidents and a total for
non-reportable accidents. Non-reportable accidents are defined as accidents with less than $1,000 in total property
damage. These accidents are not included in the accident summary breakdowns because pertinent information that
would be required in our statistical analysis may be unavailable. A percent reduction table was also prepared. This table
depicts the number of accidents per location for one year prior to the camera recording date, as well as the number of
reported accidents after camera activation until December 31, 2013 (most current accident data available from NYS). In
order to perform a direct comparison, the post camera recording data was also formulated to show the average number
of accidents per year.

The pre-construction red light camera accident analysis consists of examining all the accident data for each intersection
from the red light camera start date of violation recordings, to a twelve month period prior to this date. For example, if
the red light camera at a specific intersection started to record violations on July 15, 2010, pre-construction accident
data was analyzed from July 15, 2009 to July 14, 2010. It should be noted that the pre-construction analysis for each of
the intersections will represent a different twelve month period.

The post-construction red light camera analysis examined all the accident data from the start date of recording
violations through December 31, 2013 for each camera. This, like the pre-construction accident data, will have a
different date range and time period for each location. Only cameras that have been operational for 6 months have
been included in the study. It should also be noted that some intersections were decommissioned/relocated during
2013. For these locations accidents were only analyzed up to the decommissioned date, these dates are noted on the
yearly summary table.
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The Yearly Summary table presents an evaluation of the one year pre-construction data, versus, an annualized post-
accident data. The operational time for the red light cameras varies. The post activation accidents were tabulated to
produce a yearly average for direct comparison to the year of pre-activation data. Only total, right angle, and rear end
accidents were compared in this manner as these are the types of accidents that are most relevant to Red Light
Camera programs.

Findings

Based on the data and accident trends depicted in the Yearly Summary Table, the red light camera violation system has
reduced total accidents by 5.4%. Right angle accidents were reduced by 30.0%, while rear end accidents increase by
9.3%. The data also reflects an overall decrease in accidents involving injury by 10.6%. The analyzed data provided to
us by NYSDOT is the most current data available as of December 2013. Based on the data provided, it can be
concluded that the red light camera violation system has aided in both the reduction of total accidents as well as the
injuries sustained at red light camera enforced intersections.

IV. RED LIGHT CAMERA FINES PAID

A total of 224,370 fines were paid after the first notice of liability in 2013. This includes fines paid immediately after the
first notice was issued and the following court related fines: found guilty at trial - paid fine; failed to appear at trial - fine
paid; plead guilty - fine paid. At $50 for each fine, a total of $11,218,500 in gross fine revenues was generated.

V. RED LIGHT CAMERA ADJUDICATION RESULTS

Suffolk County opened a new Traffic Agency on April 1, 2013. This event enabled the red light trials to be handled at the
Traffic Agency where previously they had been held in First District Court.

In 2013, there were 17 Hearing Dates scheduled at First District Court (court dates prior to the opening of the Traffic
Agency) and 59 scheduled at SCTPVA for a fotal of 78 Red Light court dates. All sessions were adjudicated by a
Judicial Hearing Officer. On average, 31% of the defendants scheduled on a given date appeared. Following is a
summary of the results of Red Light cases adjudicated:

The quality of the adjudication process is high based on the following:
» The outcome of hearings has been overwhelmingly in favor of the County, indicating that the citations are
being issued fairly and properly.

s In 2013, 1.6% of individuals receiving red light citations requested court hearings and 0.5% resulted in an
actual trial. 35% of those scheduled for court hearings pay the fine prior to court. A very small percentage of
defendants (0.06%) have been found not-guilty.
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o Suffolk County Traffic and Parking Violations Agency (SCTPVA) has provided an extraordinarily high level of
access for those wishing to protest their red light camera citations. The Agency allowed multiple motions to
reschedule hearings, assuring everyone that wanted to be heard in Court, had the opportunity to do so.

VI. RED LIGHT CAMERA REVENUES & EXPENDITURES

Suffolk County’s Red Light Safety Program was structured so that County taxpayers would assume no financial risk to
operate the program. All fines and fees generated by the issuance of citations are deposited directly into a Suffolk
County Treasurer account and the net proceeds are credited to the County’s General Fund. The vendor provides a
monthly invoice to the County based on the number of citations paid and contractual requirements, which are funded by
the revenues received.

In 2013, a total of $17,419,734.00 in gross revenues was generated by the Red Light Camera Program, including fines,
late fees, credit card convenience fees and return check fees. This total includes revenues for citations issued from the
beginning of the program, but paid in 2013, as broken down in the below chart:

In 2013, the County's red light camera vendor was paid a total of $ 5,128,613.50 for red light program related activities.
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
