Dive Team.  After finishing his term, he diligently climbed the officer ranks again to become Chief for the 
second time between 2000 and 2001.  For 28 years, he has volunteered as an EMT on the rescue squad.   
 

In the past, Mr. Feeley was a member of the Board of Fire Commissioners and the president of the Town of 
Huntington Fire Chiefs Council. Most recently, he has served as the Suffolk County Deputy Fire Coordinator 
for Water Rescue since 2002.   
 
Throughout his career, he has been honored multiple times receiving awards for his outstanding fire and 
rescue response. In 2015, Mr. Feeley was named Firefighter/EMT of the Year in the 18th Legislative District.
